Sundays are not included in the 40-day count because Sundays are
considered "mini-Easters," a celebration of our Lord's resurrection. The
word "Lent" is apparently derived from the Old English /encten, which
means "lengthen" referring to the lengthening of the daylight hours which
occurs in the northern hemisphere during spring.
